WITH the oceans emerging as
strategic grounds for geopoliti-
cal shift, the Indian Navy is set
to welcome 30 countries and
work on finding ways to handle
emerging scenarios and devel-
op agreements on operational
procedures to assist in three-
dimensional scenarios.

The scenarios will be com-
plex three dimensional: air,
surface and underwater. Indian
Navy's deputy chief Vice-Ad-
miral Tarun Sobti said Milan
2024 is amajor endeavour to get
together friendly foreign coun-
tries for significant maritime
activity. He said 51 countries
will participate in the event.

“While delegation-level par-
ticipation is confirmed from
mare than 30 countries, 15 oth-
ers will send their warships.
The French Navy will come
with anaircraft,” Sobti said.

From the Indian side, nearly
20 ships, including aireraft car-

rers Vikrant and Vikramadit-
va, and almost 50 alreraft will
participate in the exercise.

The world’s significant na-
vies are sending their war-
ships, which include ones from
Russia, France, the US, Japan,
Australia, Iran, Myanmar, and
Sri Lanka. Pakistan and China
will not be part of this exercise.
Canada will send its delegation
headed by a commander:

The navies will be allowed to

incorporate and instil the best
practices and procedures and
enable doctrinal learning in
the maritime domain through
professional interactions.

The Indian Navy is actively
maintaining international re-
lations with other nations, mil-
tarily and diplomatically. The
exercise aligns with India's in-
ter national diplomatic efforts,
namely ‘Act East Policy’
and ‘Security And Growth

for All inthe Region'.

It is the twelfth edition of
this exercise, with its largest-
ever participation of over 50
friendly foreign navies, and it
will be conducted from Febru-
ary 19-27 at Visakhapatnam.
